Water bottles

Book bags

Attendance Facts

ÅGood attendance (95%) helps children make good 
progress in their learning and enjoy happy and confident 
relations with others. 

ÅThis also applies to good punctuality. If a child arrives in 
their class late they can often feel anxious because they 
arrive in a class where the lesson has already begun.

ÅIf you decide your child is not well enough to attend 
school you should inform the school office by 9am on the
